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A Year In Review: Looking Back at 2006

“The year 2006 was a year of
much change and accelerated
development. Fiscal responsibility
remained top priority as your Board
carefully followed its annual bud-
get and with the close diligence by
its department heads closed out a
good year in September. The pas-
sage of a sales tax initiative in 2005
allowed more revenue for needed
capital improvements, improved rec-
reation opportunities, and storm
water control. Both the Wellness
Center (Community Center), and
the Police/Fire facility were approved
for design. The design phase should
be complete by mid 2007.

Progress in developing The Bluffs
has not progressed as rapidly as
hoped, but several possibilities are
under discussion. The CDC has
made considerable progress with the
Woodside Glen residential project
(Norledge area) and plans several
home constructions this spring. A
new retail center, improvements
at LaBenite Park, progress on an

expressway from Sterling to 435, a
potential fuel manufacturing site,
and potential new developments in
the 291 corridor all point to a very
busy 2007.

Growth in the immediate future
will happen. Again | thank your
Board of Aldermen all Department
Heads and a great staff of City
employees for a job well done in
2006.”

The CCRC Is Looking For A New Home

The Sugar Creek Citizens Civic Relief Commission is
in need of a new home.

Once housed at City Hall, the 40 year old organiza-
tion will no longer have access to the space they have
had at the BP Outreach Center for several years begin-
ning June 1.

They won t have that access because BP has given
the Friends of Sugar Creek use of the entire building
not just the downstairs at 606 N. Sterling. The Friends
will use the building for the display of Sugar Creek and
BP historic memorabilia they have been given and col-
lected since the group was established in 1995.

According to Carolyn Moore, president of the CCRC,

her organization has used its 300 square-feet of space
for office and storage. Additional storage, of canned
goods, is at the city s garage.

Alderman Stan Sagehorn, who has been the CCRC s
city council liaison for several years, hopes the CCRC
will find a home soon. In a press release, he said:

For 40 years or more this organization, which was
founded by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen, has
provided financial assistance and other forms of public
assistance to the needy and less fortunate citizens of
this city.

For a majority of this time, the CCRC was housed at

Mr. Russell Waterman discussed rental property
near his residence and indicated that two children of
the family who are moving in are going blind and he
suggested a caution sign be installed at the entrance of
the road. It was decided by the Board there will be two
signs provided by the Public Works Dept.

. Approved Ord. No. 3077, repealing Article Il of Chapter

21, the same being Sections 21-31 through 21-59 and
enacting in lieu thereof a new Article Il of Chapter
21, including sections 21-31 through 21-43, relating to
Blasting Operations in the City of Sugar Creek, MO.
Planning Engineer noted that she has received input
from all the people who hold blasting permits in the
City as well as the attorney for the Cedar Crest citizens.
When individual permit holders apply for their blasting
permits, individual companies and specific concerns will
be addressed at that time. The main changes included
defining the City Engineer or his designee to monitor
conditions of the ordinance. 2) Mayor Salva believes the
ordinance is good and is better than the one approved in
the 1980s and City Attorney C. Robert Buckley believes
the ordinance will be a model for other cities.

. Approved Ord. No. 3078, between the City and McNeilus

Companies for the purchase of a 2007 McNeilus 20 yard
Metro-Pak Rear Loader to be used by the Public Works
Department for Collection of Solid Waste in the City of
Sugar Creek

5. Approved Ord. No.3079 declaring the results of a

Special Election taking place on November 7, 2006,
and amending the Code of Ordinances to provide that
the Office of Collector shall be an Appointive Office
and amending certain Ordinances relating to the office
and term, the qualifications, the conduct of office and
compensation of the Collector, including sections 2-86,
2-87 and 2-90 of the Code of Ordinances.

. Approved motion for Health Care Foundation of Greater

Kansas City Grant Application. Parks & Recreation
Supervisor and Grant Administrator explained the grant
that will assist with creating an exercise program at
the gymnasium and the equipment will help with the
establishment of ongoing programs.

. Approved agreement between the City and Traffic

Solutions to establish electronic payment capability.
Chief Soule noted that the company that installed the
automatic traffic system stoplight camera would like to
establish electronic payment online.

in the home. The current procedure is that if the resident
requests the water be turned off by the City, they will
still receive a minimum monthly charge for water and
sewer. 2) discussed upgrading of the audio system at the
Onka Bldg.

ONKA: noted that the Red Bag program which
supplies Christmas gifts to children and began with six
families, now totals 1,600. A 40 foot moving van took
the bags, lled with sacks of toys and bicycles, to the
Onka Bldg. to be unloaded. They were unloaded from
the van in approximately 40 minutes by a crew of City
volunteers who worked very hard and the Alderman
believes the spirit of Christmas giving was in evidence
during this time and he was proud of the people who
work for the City of Sugar Creek. 2) believes the naming
of the Bluffs road is becoming critical because buildings
are being designed for construction. 3) discussed the
goals of the Human Resource Committee and believes
they are important but most of them recently proposed
were bene t increases that the City cannot afford.

City Clerk Jana Dickerson noted that City Code of
Ordinances was going to be placed onto the website.
This is in the development phase.

. Police Chief Herb Soule presented a request to the

Board for a purchase and upgrade to the Department s
computer aided Dispatch System. He would like to
remain with the previous company because it guarantees
that all of the records on le in the computer for the
past ten years will be incorporated into the new program
with 100% compatibility. Also, the new program will
be GIS compliant and it will be offered half price if the
order is placed prior to December 31, 2006.

Public Works Director Ed Layton invited everyone to
the Public Works luncheon on Friday, December 13,
2006.

City Collector Lynda Cearnal will begin working on
sending out the Home Occupation License renewals.
With the Board s approval Ms. Cearnal would like to train
someone on the procedure to issue a license because
they will be sent out on January 15, 2007. Mayor Salva
indicated that there will be a plan to reorganize the
whole of ce after the City Collector s retirement.
Planning Engineer Elizabeth Arasmith noted that there
will be a site plan and preliminary plats brought to the
next Planning Commission meeting to review and they
will be located south of Park street, west of Charlotte,
north of Silver Lane and east of the park.

Administrator/City Engineer explained that the City was noti ed by
OEM Services that they will not move forward with the project and
while this does not necessarily impact the TIF plan and prohibit the
Board from moving forward, the City is not ready because there will
be a change in the developer. The ordinance speci cally designates
OEM Services as the developer and the plan was to follow up with a
speci ¢ project ordinance which cannot be done until a ten day notice
is served. Mr. Martinovich recommended deferring the vote on the
ordinance.

. Approved Ord. No. 3080 approving an engagement agreement
between the City and Cochran Head Vick & Co., P.C. to provide Audit
Services for the City of Sugar Creek. City Treasurer indicated that the
ordinance will be for completion of the 2006 scal year audit at a cost
not to exceed $19,750.00.

. Approved Resolution 1-07 approving execution of MARCIT By-laws.

. Approved amended Council Meeting Minutes from the October 23,
2006 meeting pertaining to increase to Maximum Cell Levels. The
previous motion for minutes of October 23, 2006 was confusing
concerning the distribution of the pay allocation. The City Treasurer
clari ed the intention of the Board which was that all the cells increase
to the maximum of individuals that are in the cell plan, but only the
maximum cells.

. A resident requested that the Ordinance pertaining to spaying and
neutering of Pit Bull dogs be amended for show animals. Chief Soule
indicated that this resident followed all of the procedures stated by the
Ordinance with the exception of the spaying and neutering because
they do show their dogs professionally. Based on the City ordinance
required for this procedure, he could not issue a license for their two
animals and the residents would have to appeal to the Board. The
residents show the animals and one requirement is that the dogs be
unaltered. City Attorney C. Robert Buckley noted that if there was
exclusion the residents would be required to produce af rmative proof
that the dogs were shown a certain number of times, whatever might
be reasonable. There is now no exception to the ordinance from the
neutering requirement of show dogs. Alderman Kenney asked that
there be research of the Independence ordinance and the information
be brought back to the Board at the January 22 meeting.

Heard Mayor s Report:

Mayor Pro Tem Joseph Kenney and the other Aldermen indicated
they attended the swearing in ceremony of newly elected County
Executive Mike Sanders which was held at the Liberty Memorial.

A letter of resignation from Victor Cooney, Planning and Zoning
Commission member was presented to the Board. Alderman Kenney
noted that Mr. Cooney was from the 2nd Ward and another person
would need to be appointed from that Ward.

Heard Aldermen Reports:

ONKA: made a motion that the streets entering the Bluffs at the
bridge will be named Standard Lane and that the rst street turning
right will be named Heroes Way. The motion was seconded and
approved. 2) stated he received a note about the proposed change in
the holiday schedule converting Veteran s Day to a oating day within
the year. This is the way many companies are doing the holidays
and this plan could basically establish a holiday for the next year and
the Alderman agreed with the proposed change. The holiday would
be used on the Monday previous to Christmas for 2007. Alderman
Onka suggested naming it a oating holiday and the date would be
established each year for the following year. He suggested the Human
Resource Committee create a policy that the oating holiday would
be determined in December of the prior year and announced in
December.

MIKULICH: discussed recycling of cardboard and paper board in
addition to what the City now recycles. The Public Works Director

Police Chief Herb Soule brought a
report to the Board concerning property
conditions during the past year. During
the 2006 calendar year, the Department
investigated 332 problems within the
city. Only 13 of the cases remain open
at this time and all the rest have been
cleared by compliance. The Chief
assured the Board that when a problem
is brought to the Department, they are
being resolved.

The Public Works Director received
a request from a citizen for a deer
crossing sign near his property because
there have been animals who have
been hit by traf c. The Director
recommends that there be no signs
installed because there are many streets
in the City that have deer crossings.
Chief Soule noted that the deer crossing
areas are known but there have been
few reported accidents. 2) also noted
that on January 1, 2007 there was a
sewer stoppage between Appleton and
Carlisle which had happened in March
2006. A camera was placed into the
sewer 350 feet which indicated that the
sewer is in good condition.

City hall and when they had an opportunity to move to a larger facil-
ity with the same accommodations, the move was made to the BP
Outreach Center. While located at the BP facility, utilities were pro-
vided along with a small but rent-free portion of the center. Recently
The Friends of Sugar Creek, who have occupied 95 percent or more of
the building, have made arrangements to lease the building and then
take possession by June 1, 2007. At this time we would like to thank
them and BP for letting us stay until June 1, 2007.

When you run an organization off of donations, it s not possible to
rent a facility, pay utilities and provide assistance to those in need.

We are left with two options. One, find a rent free location. Two,
close the Sugar Creek Citizens Civic Relief Commission.

We of course would like to continue operating, so if anyone knows
of a facility that is rent free with paid utilities, please let us know by
contacting CCRC at 254-7234, Tuesdays and Thursday afternoons.

Moore said the City has offered them space in what will be the old
police and fire department building, once a new one is built, but the
new one is not to be completed for at least another couple of years.

She said other offers have come in for housing for the CCRC, but
they have handicapped accessibility and transportation issues to con-
sider as well as zoning.

Joy Eaton, President of the Friends of Sugar Creek, said the Heritage
Center is hopeful that the yearly expenses of the building, estimated
by the board to be $25,000 per year, can be borne by the charity of the
Sugar Creek community.
